FREE 1st Saturdays Lecture Series in Zoar Continues June 4

This month’s installment features Dr. Francesco Melfi in a discussion of how Zoar fits in the larger Ohio picture by exploring just what made Zoar different from other Ohio towns and villages.  Dr. Malfi will discuss and provide answers to questions such as:
Why was Zoar unique?
How was Zoar different from other communal experiments?
What role did religion play in the founding of Zoar?
Dr. Melfi is a professor of Middle Eastern Studies at Cleveland State University. His presentations are entertaining and informative.

October 1, 2011 – Zoar was known as a village in an apple orchard. Who else is famous for planting apple trees all over Ohio? Johnny Appleseed! Dr. William  Kerrigan presents his research on John Chapman “Johnny Appleseed” from his upcoming book.

November 5, 2011 – Celebrate election month with a visit from William McKinley! Mike Wilson, Historic Actors Guild approved Presidential actor, helps McKinley revisit Zoar with a first person performance.

December 3, 2011 – Come to Christmas in Zoar and enjoy a performance and program on the origins of Christmas Carols. Christopher Kenney of the McKinley Museum performs on the piano in the Historic Zoar Church.
